July’s weather can be summed up in one wonet (and not particularly
warm either). The first week of the month contithses the end of June
finished — mild, showery, some rain and very wiratytimes. The o
brought a dry, warm sunny, breezy sort of day, (i@ for nearly a
fortnight) but the 8 proved to be showery once again. This set therpat
for almost the rest of the month.

St Gualbert's Day on the 7 he is the Patron Saint of Foresters), proved
to be drier, mild, grey and windy with a little su®n the 1% a sharp clap

of thunder was heard around 7am ( a very effectigem clock). The 18
was dry but showery overnight and thé"tought thunder and lightning
around midday but no rain.
